The R.S.P.C.A

and rescues animals which are in danger. R.S.P.C.A. stands for 'The
Royal Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. All the work
they do is funded by charity.

Every day they find homes for 130 rescued animals. It can cost up
to £200 to adopt a dog but they come with a microchip and all its
vaccinations to keep it healthy.
